ICE CREAM TRUCK:

· Money must be put in a zip lock bag with child’s name on it.  Please give to the teacher upon arrival.

· Prices range from $1 - $2.  Children may only buy one ice cream.

WATER PLAY DAY:


Every Friday is Water Play Day.   Activities include Slip n Slide, Sprinkler and water games.  Girls must wear a one piece bathing suit or a shirt over a 2 piece.  LABEL, LABEL, LABEL your towel.  A change of clothes may be sent in if needed.


LUNCHES

DRESS CODE:
1.  Halter tops, bathing suit tops and exposed midriffs are not acceptable.

2.  Shirts with explicit/inappropriate pictures or vulgar/rude language are not acceptable.

3.  Tennis shoes must be worn on all field trips.
DAILY READING:
All summer campers will have a 20 minute reading time daily.  Your child will need to bring a book to read.  Please no comic books or similar material.

CONDUCT:
We maintain a high standard of conduct at all times.  The following behaviors are not tolerated and will result in an immediate phone call to parent: profanity or vulgar language, hitting, kicking, biting, spitting, pushing, stealing, name calling, bullying.   A child may be denied the privilege to attend field trips due to inappropriate behavior.  Repeated offenses may result in expulsion.  

DO NOT BRING:

Field Trip Information
Please be mindful of the departure date and time for all field trips.  We will not be able to wait for late children.  See the calendar included in this packet for more details.  Safety is our number one priority during our summer camp.  


1.  All children must wear a RED shirt on field trip days.


2.  Wear tennis shoes or athletic shoes.  (This is a requirement for field trips.)


3.  No child will be allowed to attend field trips without proper attire and payment.


4.  A child may be denied the privilege to attend field trips due to inappropriate behavior.  

On the calendar you will see the abbreviation PAL.  This means pack a lunch.  All lunches must be in a labeled and dated lunch box.  (A cold pack would be nice.)   No paper or plastic bags.  Cold water will be provided for field trips.

FIELD TRIP FEES: 
· Money must be turned in prior to all field trips.  

· Check or cash payment will be accepted the morning of the field trip.  Please place the payment in a Ziploc bag or envelope with your child’s name and drop it in the box marked “field trip payments” outside of the office.

· Your child will not be allowed to attend the field trip if payment is not made.

· The Spirit of Norfolk Lunch Cruise on July 22nd, must be paid for by June 19th.  Space is limited to the first 25 guests.  Parents are welcome to attend.
